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< Outline of Training Programme (Acceptance of Trainees)

This programme aims at ecoperating with the developing countries in their
man power development which is necessary for social and economic development
as well as promoting friendly relationship with the developing countries.

For the purpose above mentioned, this programme is intended to provide
training for engineers, researchers, administrative officers and others who play
active roles in their respective countries, Training is available in a wide range of
arcas from rice cultivation to, say, the peaceful uses of atomic cnergy.

This programme has been performed as one of the main activities of Japan’s
International Cooperation since 1954 and the total number of participants
accepted had reached 49,687 as of March 31, 1984 and the number of partici-
pants to be accepted in fiscal 1984 is about 4,000.

The training courses comprise the group training courses and individual

* training courses, The former type of training is cxecuted as group training, for
which courses are organized in advance, according to the common needs of
decveloping countries (191 courses as of fiscal year 1984) and the latter type is
individual training, for which courses are organized in accordance with the
specific requirements of the requesting countries,

The training courses are performed in various types, for which are classified
to technical training, vocational training, scientific rescarch, seminars, observa-
tions, etc. and are conducted at the training centres of JICA, national or locai
government research organizations, universities and training centres of private
enterprises.
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£ Establishment and Tasks of TIC . -

Tokyo International Centre (TIC) was established in September, 1964,
as an aflfiliated organ of the Overseas Technical Cooperation Agency which was
one of the predecessor organizations of the present-day JICA.

This Centre is, as its main tasks, to provide accommodation and training
facilities and, at the same time, to conduct general orientation courses and Japa-
nese language courses for overseas participants who come to Japan from the
developing countries in Asia, Middle and Near East, Africa, Central and South
America and Oceania under the technical cooperation programme of the Govern-
ment of Japan.

Every vear about 2,500 overseas participants stay and undergo training at
this Centre as their base. These overseas participants, alter returning home, play
an active and leading role in various fields of their countries and contribute a great
deal to the economic, technical and social development of their natjons.

Moreover, the intermingling of these overseas participants among them-
selves and with society in Japan is expected to offer precious assets to step up
mutual understanding in the world as a whole,
