1. Necessity of Exchanging Developmeni Information

‘f Thefimporbance-of.development assislance programs has

come to.-be recognized world widely.

It is necessary for the donor agencies to have opportunities
reviewingfeaChfpolicy and exchange of information. For &the
purpose of drawing out the effect cf aid by -utilizing the
limited .budgetary resources, the donor agencies have to
share_infbrmationS‘such as each policy, areas and regions,
teqhnical.khou-how; research outcome, aid systems and lessons
learned from past experlences.

Usually,
system management sections or libraries are serving as the
"'jiaison office. However, these sections' stalf are busy coping
with requests for information by their own organization and are
not able to accurately cope with requests for information by

other donor agencies.

Moreover, such donor agencies of countries where English
or French is not the native language, have to cope with

translation work for information exchange.

If bilateral donor agencies were to participate in the
information network with limited starff and budget, the mest
realistic method for information exchange i{s to process the

existing information in their native language and send theilr

paper copies.

‘{2) Aa to disclosure of information, it is necessary to

give consideration to the ald recipient countries.
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In particular, information related topfupqne;quygqueq;s
involves the.pfoblems of-commercial;intenests:and;d;p;qmacy.
Most of them often treated as confidential.. Xt is . virtuzlly
impossible to provide-such.infarmation;tq4the51n§qqmgtign
network. However, if such a network were truly to have value,
it would be important that it has information.regarding .
future proJjects. If-bilateral-donon;agenqies”gannothrovide

this information, the value of the network will bhe halved.

While information obtained fron the‘informgtion,network
might be very useful- for bilateral donor.agencies, they.must
also anticipate the problems which arise when participating
