Law Numbmj 101 Of The Year 1992
Concerning The Setting Up Of Private Universities

[n The Name Of The People
The Pfesident Of The Republic

The People's Assembly has decreed the following Law, which we have
promulgated:

Article : 1

It is permissible to set up private universities, subject to most funds
participating in their capital being owned by Egyptians. Their main object
should not be profit-making. The setting up of the private universities, and the
determination of their statute shall be promulgated by a decree from the
President of the Republic, ou basis of the request of the group of founders, the
submission and proposal of the Minister of Education and the approval of the
Ministerial Cabinet.

Artiele : 2

The university shall aim at contributing to the raising of the level of
education and scientific research, and at providing the modern scientific
specializations, for the preparation of specialists, technicians and experts in all
fields of activity, in such a way as to achieve linkage between the objectives of
the university, and the needs and requirements of society, and to render the
research services to third parties, with the university having to provide the most
modern and developed instruments for that purpose.

Article : 3

The university shall have its own private corporate personality, with its
Head representing it vis-a-vis third-parties. It shall consist of departments, or
facultics, or specialised high institutes, or research units.

The decree promulgated as to the setting up of the university shall indicate
the regulating provisions thereof, especially :
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a.  The formation and coustitution of the university.

b.. The formation and constitution of the university council, and other
university councils and offshoot committees, the competences thereof and
the operating systems therein.

c. Indication of the scientific degrees, certificates and diplomas granted by the
university, and the general terms and conditions related to having them.

d. The aceeptance terms and conditions of the students who are holders of the
general secondary certificates and the equivalent thereof, as well as the
general rules related - to granting reduced scholarships or free scholarships
to Egyptian students. , :

Article : 4

The scientific degrees, certificates and diplomas which are awarded and
granted by the private university shall be considered equivalent to the scientific
degrees, certificates and diplomas granted and awarded by Egyptian universities,
according (o the rules and procedures decreed for the equivalence of (he

scientific degrees.
Article : 5

The untversity shall manage its funds by itself, and shall fix and determine
its scholastic fees. The private university shall be entitled to accept donations,
legacies, endowments and grants which shall achieve its objects and purposes,
whether from the inside of the Arab Republic of Egypt or from abroad, in such a
way as would agree with the interests of the country. The amounts of donations
and endowments shall be exempted from the income taxes, within the limits
stipulated upon under Law number 157 of the year 1981.

Article : 6
The university shall have a council of trustees which shall be constituted
and formed as indicated in the by-laws thereof, from amongst the founders and
others, subject to encompassing the head of the university, and a selection of

great scientists, specialized professors and public personages.

The first council of trustees shall be formed and constituted by a decree of
the group of founders. |
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Article : 11

This Law shall be published in the Official Journal, and shall be put into
force as from the day that follows the date of its publication.

This Law shall be stamped with the State's seal, and shall be unplemented
as one of its laws.

The law on reorganization of universities as promulgated by law
No. 49 of the year 1972;

Law No. 53 for the year 1973 concerning the General Budget of the‘
State;

Law No. 101 for the year 1992. concerning the Establishment of
Private Universities;

Decree of the President of the Arab Republic of Egypt No. 355 for the
year 1996 promulgating the executive statute of law No. 101 for the
year 1992 concerning the establishment of private universities;

And Prime Minister's decree No. 2039 for the year 1996 concerning
the formation of the Private Universities Committee;

And following approval of the Cabinet of Ministers,

DECREES THE FOLLOWING

&

Article : 1

The attached executive statute of law No. 101 for the year 1992
concerning the private universities shall come into force.
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Decree of the President of the Republic No. 355 for the year
1996 concerning the promulgation of the executive statute of the
foregoing law No. 101 for the year 1992 shall be superseded. Prime
Minister's decree No. 2039 for the year 1996 concerning the formation
of the Private Universities Committee shall also be superseded.

Article : 2 -

In applying the provisions of the present statute, the term
'concerned minister' shall mean the minister concerned with higher
education affairs. The term 'council' shall also mean the private
universities council. |

Article : 3.

Private universities established before the present statute comes
into force shall. harmonize their situations and complete their
regulations and systems in agreement with the provisions of the law 7
and the present statute within six months from the date it comes into
force.

Article : 4
The present decree shall be published in the official journal and
shall come into force effective the day following the date of its

publication.

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Fxecutive Statute
Of Law No. 101 For The Year 1992
Concerning
The Establishment Of Private Universities

Part-1
Private Universities Council

Article : |

A council by the name 'Private Universities Council' shall be

formed at the Ministry of Higher Education, under the concerned

minister and comprising the following in its membership:

Two of the government universities to be appointed by decree of
the concerned minister for a period of two renewable years;

General Secretary of the Cabinet of Ministers;
Secretary of the Universities Higher Council;

Private universities counselors representing the concerned
minister;

Presidents of the private universities;

Four public figures experienced in university education affairs, to
be appointed by decree of the concerned minister, after consulting
the private universities council, for a period of two renewable
years. They shall be appointed for the first time by decree of the
concerned minister.

The council shall have a secretary to be appointed by the

concerned minister for a period of two renewable years. The secretary

shall be a member of the council.

The council may invite to its meeting whoever it decides to resort

to their assistance among experts and specialists without these having
a counted vote in the deliberations.
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5- Follow up the aclivity of private universities and evaluate their
performance according to the norms, rules and procedures to be
set by the council, and the periodical reports submitted by the
counselors of these universities who represent the concerned
minister. The results of that report may be published in the
bulletins issued by the Ministry of Higher Education.

6- Study the causes of revealed aspects in the failure of private
universities' activity to perform their mission, and propose the
means of removing these causes and remedying their effects.

7-  Study the cases laid before the council concerning the private
university's violation of the law, the present statute, the decree of
its establishment, the university's systems, or the council's
decisions, and proposc the measures capable of removing the
causes of such violation.

8- Prepare the studies connected with equating the scientific
degrees, certificates and diplomas awarded by the private
universities with those awarded by the governmental universities,
according to the rules and procedures prescribed for the
equivalence of scientific degrees.

| Part -2
Procedures of Establishing the Private University

Article : 3
The request for establishing the private universily shall be
submitted by the founder's attorney to the Ministry of Higher
Education coupled with the following data, studies and documents:
1-  Name and location of the university;

2-  Purposes of the University;

3- Names of the founders and the autobiography of each of them.
They may not comprise any of the university presidents, deputy
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10-

presidents and faculty deans working in the governmental
untversities;

The data connected with the juridical person founding the private

university in case of exclusively establishing it, names of the
founders of that juridical person and the autobiography of each of
them. ‘

The human and physical potentials available to the university;

A detailed study covering the site of the university and the extent
of its fitness, the nature of the university's right on the land on
which it shall be set up, and the stages of establishing the
university, together with a' visualization of the realities and
buildings necessary for its proper performance of its mission.

The capital appropriated for the university and the share of each
of its founders. The capital shall conditionally be adequate for
equipping the university, and for exercise of its activity and
realization of its purposes. The majority of the funds contributing
to the capital shall be owned by Egyptians. The capital submitted
by the founders shall not be less than one third of the invested
funds and property. The monetary (cash) shares shall be
deposited in one of the banks and shall be appropriated for
account of the university in foundation.

- An adequate study by a chartered accountant on the expected

financial situation of the university, in terms of the cash flows
for its resources, its annual expenditures, and the means of
guaranteeing the continuation of its finance in a manner ensuring
its continuous performance of its mission.

Approximate draft budget for the university.

The faculties, sections, specialized higher institutes and the
research units of which the university shall be formed, in keeping
with the modern age, and departing from the specializations from
which the state suffers a surplus of graduates holding its
university certificates. ' :
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11- The proposed numbers and students admission conditions in the
university facultics, scclions, specialized: higher institutes and its
research units, within the limits of available human and physical
potentials.

12- The proposed rules of granting reduced or free scholarships to
Egyptian students.

13- Periods of study, systems and methods of study curricula and
“examinations, the scientific degrees, certificates, and diplomas
“awarded by the university and conditions of obtaining them.

14- Plan of the university in appointing permanent members within
its teaching staff.

15- Plans of cooperation with the Egyptian universities and Arab and
foreign universities. "

16- Proposed date for start of study.

Article : 4

The concerned minister shall submit to the council the request
for establishing the private university and its enclosures, coupled with
his view on it.

Article : 5
The council shall examine the request for establishing the
private university in the way prescribed in article (2) of the present

statute.

- The council shall have the right to approve or refuse, in
principle, the request for establishing the university.

Article : 6
The Ministry of Higher Education shall notify to the founders'
attorney the council's approval or refusal of the request, in principle,

by registered letter with acknowledgement of receipt.
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Article : 7

The founders' attorney shall submit to the Ministry of Higher -

Education, the following documents and data, within six months from
the date he is notified of accepting his request in principle:

1-

The preliminary project of the university installations, equipment
and facilities, including lecture and research halls, the libraries,

‘and the laboralories shall be to such extent as is necessary for

ensuring adequate performance of the educational tasks and
scientific research, and fulfilling the developed demands of
society. The equipment shall be of the latest types and most
efficient and proportionate with the number of students. The
detailed engineering drawings. conforming to the rates
recognizable in this respect shall also be attached thereto.

Names of nominees for chairmanship and membership of the first
board of trustees among the founders, senior scholars and
scientists, specialized professors, and public figures, and the
qualifications and autobiography of each of them, as well as the
names of the auditors to be elected by the university.

An engagement from the founders' attorney to transfer the

ownership of the university realties to it upon the issue of the
decree concerning its establishment.

Article : 8

The request for establishing the private university shall be

considered as null and inexistent if the founders' attorney fails to

submit the documents and data referred to in article (7) of the present
statute within the date determined therefor, unless the concerned
“minister consents to extending that date.

Article : 9

The council shall form a technical committee among the

university professors who are experienced in university education and



engineering and financial affairs, to examine all data, studies, and
documents presented by the [ounders' atlorney.

The council may notify its remarks in this respect to the
founder's attorney to complete the required demands.

The council shall issue its final recommendation concerning the
request for establishing the university in light of the conclusions
reached by the technical committee, coupled with its proposals - in
case of approving the request - concerning the provisions xcgulatmg
the university.

The council shall raise its recommendation to the concerned
minister to take all necessary steps for issuing the President of the
Republic's decree on establishing the university.

Article : 10

The private university, for the establishment of which the decree
is issued, may not start exercising its activity before completing its
human and physical constituents according to the data, studies,
documents and detailed engineering drawings presented by it.

The council shall form a committee for inspection of the
installations and facilitics of the facultics, departments, and
specialized higher institutes and research units of which the university
is made up, to ascertain their adequacy and fitness for proper
performance of the educational process and scientific research, and the
fulfillment of necessary human constituents, especially the teaching
staff members appointed by the university, and the proposcd plan for
completing the teaching staff members with other non-appointed
members, subject to the proportions prescribed in the present statute.

Article : 11

Authorizing the start of study at the private university shall be
issued by virtue of a decree of the concerned minister following
approval of the council.
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Part-3
University Leaderships And Teaching Staff Members

Article : 12

The chairmanship or membership of the board of trustees, the

positions of president and deputy president of private universities, the
deans of their faculties, the authorized vicegerents, and heads of
departments, may not be filled by incumbents of any of these positions
in the governmental universitics. :

Article : 13

Subject to the conditions set by the board of the private

university for appointment in leadership positions and positions of
teaching staff members in it, the following conditions shall be fulfilled
by those to be appointed in the university:

1-

2.

He shall be of good conduct and good reputation;

He shall not have been sentenced with a penal or detentive
penalty in a crime of moral turpitude or dishonesty, unless he has
been rehabilitated. B

He shall enjoy the Egyptian nationality, with regard to- the
president of the university.

‘He shall have filled the position of professor in one of the

universities, with regard to the positions of president and deputies
president of the university, the heads, deans and authorized
vicegerents of the faculties, departments, the higher specialized
institutes, and the research units. ‘

The teaching staff member shall be holder of a Ph.D. or its
equivalent from one of the Egyptian universities in a subject
qualifying him to fill the position, or holder of a scientific degree
equivalent to the Ph.D. awarded by the governmental universities,
from another university, scientific body or scientific institute
recognized in Egypt and abroad. He shall - in all cases and in
other than the position of instructor - have a period of experience
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in university teaching and scientific research commensurate with
the position for which he is appointed.

Article : 14

Appointing the president of the university shall be for a period
of four years renewable following approval of the concerned minister.
He shall not be eliminated from his position before completing this
period except following the concerned minister's approval.

Article : 15

The number of the teaching staff members shall be suitable for
the number of students of the private university, according to the rules
recognized in this respect. The number of those appointed
permancently on establishing the university shall not be less than one
third of the members, to be gradually increased commensurably with
the development of the university's activity.

Article : 16

Promoting the teaching staff members permanently appointed in
the private university to positions of assistant professor and professor,
shall be through the permanent scientific committee attached to the
Higher Council for Universities.

Part -4
Students Affairs

Articlc’ 17

Admission of students to the licentiate or bachelor's (BA or Bsc)
degree stage in the private university shall be conditional upon
obtaining the final secondary education stage certificate (Thanawiya
Ama) or its equivalent, and securing the minimum score for admission
to the university as prescribed in the decree on its establishment, as
well as the minimum limit for admission to the theoretical and
practical faculties as annually prescribed by the private universities
council in light of the examination result of Thanawiya Ama or its
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equivalent and places available at the universities, in addition to the
admission conditions sct by the board of the university.

Article : 18

The council's determination of the number of students
acceptable for admission to each university shall be within the
capacity of faculties, departments, the specialized higher institutes and
research units, and within the limits of human and physical potentials
available to the university.

Part-5
Financial Affairs

Article : 19

The private university shall have an annual balance sheet
defining its revenues and expenses and comprising the distribution of
the net surplus resulting from its activity, according to the rules
prescribed in this respect, thereby boosting the university's reserve and
improving the educational service in it, in addition to distributing a
percentage of that surplus to those contributing to the establishment of
the university.

Article : 20

‘The private university shall keep regular financial accounts and
registers according to applied accountancy rules and norms. The
periodical financial reports, balance sheets and final accounts shall be
subject to supervision and approval by the university's auditors.

Article : 21

The funds deposited for account of the private university shall
not be withdrawn nor its property disposed of in other than the
university's interest.



Part-6
Relation Between The State's Institutions
And The Private Universities

Article : 22

The counselors of the private universities representing the
concerned minister shall follow up the implementation of the council's
decisions. They shall notify to the concerned minister the cases in
which the private university violates the provisions of the law, the
decree on its establishments, its systems, or the council's decisions.

Article : 23

The private universities shall provide all necessary means for
the counselors' proper performance of their missions. They shall in
particular enable them to review the papers and documents connected
with the educational process at the university.

Article : 24

The private university's counselor representing the concerned
minister shall present to the minister at the end of each semester a
report for submission to the council, comprising his remarks on the
university's activity in terms of the systems of admission, study,
examinations, and the teaching staff. :

Article : 25

The concerned minister - following submission to the council,
shall have the power to close the private university, or any of its
faculties, its specialized higher institutes, or its research units, in case
of starting studies in it before issuing the authorization for that.

Article : 26

If the university violates the provisions of the law, the present
statute, the decree on its establishment, its systems, or the council's
decisions, the council - afler warning the university and granting it a
delay for obviating the causes of the violation - may propose stopping
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admission to the university or one of its faculties, specialized higher
institutes, or research units, according to each case. The concerned
minister - based on that proposal - may issue the suspension decision
which will result in non-accepting fresh students in the first class of

the academic year following its issue.

Part-7
Private University Education Fund

Article : 27

A private university education fund shall be established at the
Ministry of Higher Education for use in spending on the development
and modernization of the systems of that education, and on all that is
required for the Ministry of Higher Education’s assumption of the
powers prescribed. in the Law on Establishment of the Private
Universities and in the present statute, particularly the realization of
supervision on these universities. The resources of that fund shall be
formed of the following:

1-  Amounts to be allocated by_the ministry in its budget for that
purpose;

2-  The private universitics' contributions to the fund's resources;
3- The subventions, grants, and donations the Fund will accept;
4-  Proceeds of investing the moneys and assets of the Fund.

The Fund's assets and moneys shall be deposited in an approved
bank.

The Fund shall have an administrative and financial regulations
to be issued by decree of the concerned minister following the
approval of the council.
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
