-Present conditions of the sector:
The Lilongwe Qutline Zoning Scheme is primarily land use plan showing what land use
is permissible in each part of the Cities as well as land reserved for infrastructure and

other services. lts main function is therefore to ensure orderly and efficient

development of the City.

The only available scheme for the City was prepared in 1986 and has since outlived.
Initially, the Scheme was supposed to be reviewed every five years o keep in touch
with current development trends. Unfortunately, this has not been possible due fo
human, material and financiai constraints. The Scheme has in many respects become
ohsolete and in need of review to keep abreast with existing demands and realities.
The approach to review the Cutline Zoning Scheme would necessitate the appraisal of
the existing plan against existing situation. The new Outline Zoning Scheme would
then have to address the gaps that are not currently addressed by the existing Ouiline
Zoning Scheme and try to address emerging demands. This would ensure a more
targeted and balance urban growth.

-Sectoral development policy of the nationalflocal government:

The 1995 Republican Constitution enshrines Local Governments as key to national

development and good governance. As a way of consolidating democracy, the



government in 1994 decided fo pursue the decentralisation approach that is widely
known as devolution. The idea is {o devolve Central Government pawers, functions
and resources to Malawians through their local authorities known as Assemblies. This
approach is enshrined in the Decentralisation Policy of 1998, and is backed by the
Local Government Aci of December 1998. Decentralisation would involve collapsing
central government structures at the district and lower levels into one local government
structure that would be assigned responsibility of delivering basic services. This is
expected to improve the delivery of public goods and services to people‘ at all levels,
especially in rural pars of the country, as part of the Governmeni's Poverty Reduction
Strategy. Following the passing of the Local Government Act the Government of
Malawi developed a four year National Decentralization Programme with the firsi
phase covering the period 2001—.2004 The GoM .has established a follow-up National

Decentralization Programme for the 2005-2009 fo deepen the process of devolution.

The decision to move the Capital from Zomba to Lilongwe was made in 1965. The

major objective of this decision was to improve government efficiency by concentrating



Central Government Adminisiration in one city and also to stimulate development in
the Central and Northern Regions. This necessilated the revision of the original-plan.
Consuiltanis were appoinled for the Lilongwe master plan which was completed in
19G8. The Lifongwe Oulline Zoning Plan of 1969 was the first of the subsequent
pians to incorporate the principles set out in the Lilongwe Master Plan. fhis was later
revised in 1986. The Lilongwe Outline Zoning Scheme of 1986 has guided and
continues to guide the development of the city fo date. As a matter of policy this
Outline Zoning Scheme/Plan is supposed to be revised quengunnially. However this

has not been possible in the current years due to lack of adequate financial and human

resources.

The 1986 Lilongwe Cutline Zoning Plan is now out-of-date in several respecits. Some
new prablems and issues have emerged which need {o be fackled before they reach a
critical stage. Changes of ul-:e have been made to some land use zoning areas, the
proliferation of unplanned settlements in recent years has taken up a good portion of
the fand reserved for open space, road network and other uses. |If this is allowed to
continue we risk the danger of the plan becoming completely irrelevant.
Consequently there is need to review the entire plan for the city and identify a way
forward. It is also necessary to roll up the plan forward and provide for City

development up to the year 2015.

1. BACKGROUND

In response to the official request of the Government of the Republic of Malawi (hereinafter
referred to as “the Government of Malawi”), the Japan International Cooperation Agency
(hereinafter referred to as “JICA™) dispatched the Preparatory Study Team, headed by Mr.
Masahiko SUZUKI (hereinafter referred to as “the Team™), to Malawi from 1* to 29" November in
2008 to discuss the Scope of Work (hereinafter referred to as “S/W™) for the Study on Review of
Outline Zoning Scheme of Lilongwe (hereinafter referred to as "the Study™").

During its stay in Malawi, the Team carried out field surveys in the study area, and held a series
of discussions with the officials of Lilongwe City Assembly (hereinafter referred to as "LCA"),
Lilongwe District Assembly (hereinafter referred to as “LDA”™), Ministry of Local Government and
Rural Development (hereinafter referred to as “MoLGRD”), Ministry of Lands and Natural
Resources (hereinafter referred to as “MoLNR”) and other authorities concerned under the
Government of Malawi, The list of those who attended these meetings is shown in the Appendix 1.

The Minutes of Meeting have been prepared for the better understanding of the S/W.

The main items that were discussed and agreed by both sides are as follows.

1. TITLE OF THE STUDY

Both sides agreed that the title of the Study should be “The Study on Urban Development Master
Plan for Lilongwe™. The title has been changed from “Review of Outline Zoning Scheme” to the
one mentioned above. This change is due to the reflection of the wider scope of the proposed
Study than the criginal title indicates.

IIL STUDY AREA

1. Both sides agreed that the Study covers the area of Lilongwe City and the adjoining areas to the
southern area of Lilongwe City in Lilongwe District. The exact study area shall be determined
after the commencement of the Study based on the survey of urbanization status in the
adjoining area to Lilongwe City in the Lilongwe District.
